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Doctor: Hello. What seems to be the problem today?

Patient: Hello. Yesterday, I fell off my bicycle and hit my right wrist hard. It swelled up right away, and even now the pain is severe.

Doctor: That must have hurt. Did you put out your hand when you fell?

Patient: Yes, I reflexively put out my hand, and it struck the ground directly.

Doctor: I see. From the swelling and the degree of pain, there is a possibility that the bone is cracked or fractured. Let me examine it a little.

(The doctor carefully palpates the wrist.)

Doctor: Even pressing lightly on the painful area causes strong pain, doesn’t it. Moving it also seems quite difficult. Just to be sure, let’s take an X-ray to
check the condition of the bone.

Patient: I understand. Will the X-ray show everything?

Doctor: Yes, whether there is a fracture or a crack can be judged quite accurately with an X-ray. After the test, we will decide on the treatment plan while
looking at the results.

Patient: Thank you. I want to get better quickly.

Doctor: Then, please wait a little until the results come out. If the pain is strong, I will also prescribe a painkiller, so please rest and don’t overexert yourself.
Patient: Yes...

Doctor: Now, I will guide you to the examination room. Take care.
